· Fundamental skills have been identified as the top priority for the KiwiSport RPF for the Bay of Plenty and is the Regional Flagship Project which is non contestable. We are currently working through this programme with sporting codes, schools and wider community to provide a learning environment where young people develop fundamental sport skills so they have the right building blocks to play sport for life. · There are two types of contestable funds available to apply for investment through and these are the KickStart Projects (up to $2,000) and Major Projects (Max $30,000).
